Petr Brandl (1668 Praha — 1735 Kutna Hora) patfi
mezi nevyznamné;jsi barokni malite v Cechach. Ve
své dobé byl nejlépe placenym umélcem, ktery byl
velice zadanym u objednavatell z aristokratickych

i cirkevnich rfad. Jeho tvorba zahrnuje predevsim
malbu monumentalnich oltarnich obraz(, ale také
portrétni produkci. Mensim, nicméné ikonograficky

poutavym segmentem jeho dila jsou zanrové malby.

BrandlGv Zivot ve znac¢né mirfe mapuji dochované
archivni zpravy, které podavaiji svédectvi o jeho
manzelskych problémem, potizich s malifrskym
cechem a takeé finan¢nich tézkostech.

Poradana konference je viibec prvni védeckou
konferenci vénovanou této stézejni osobnosti ba-
rokniho uméni. Brandlova tvorba byla v poslednim
desetileti podrobnéji zpracovana publikacné

— za pfipomenuti stoji vydani dvousvazkové mo-
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nografie Jaromira Neumanna nebo edice prament
(2016). Presto se stale nabizi témata Ci nameéty, které
by si zaslouzily zvySenou pozornost a hlubsi rozbor.

October 20, 2023-February 2, 2024 )
on February 5-6, 2024 in the
auditorium of the Trade Fair Palace
(Dukelskych hrdin(i 47, Prague 7).

Petr Brandl (1668 Prague — 1735 Kutna Hora) is one
of Bohemia’s most prominent Baroque painters.

He was the highest-paid artist of his time and was
sought after by aristocratic and ecclesiastical
patrons. His work included mainly painting monu-
mental altarpieces, as well as portrait production.
A smaller yet iconographically remarkable segment
of his work is genre paintings. Brand/’s life is
extensively charted by surviving archival records,
which provide evidence of his marital problems,
difficulties with the painters’ guild, and financial
hardships.

This conference is the first-ever academic con-
ference dedicated to this key figure of Baroque art.
In publications of the last decade, Brandl’s work has
been dealt with in greater detail — the publication
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of atwo-volume monograph by Jaromir Neumann
or the edition of sources (2016) is worth mentioning.
Nevertheless, there are still topics or subjects that
deserve increased attention and deeper analysis.
